“Like any work of art, it 

must be dominated by a strong, simple concept. All of its parts must be  

an active part of one dominant attitude.” 

	� Fabulous or flawed, Saarinen’s designs were indisputably invigorated by 

his passion for harmonious detail. He believed that good design respects 

context — for example, a lever on a door, a door on a wall, a wall in a room, 

a room in a building, and so on.
